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THE NEED

Education for Enterprise (E4E) is a teaching and learning initiative
which aims to help young people to develop skills for the 21st
century. It focuses on those competencies, understandings, and
attributes that will equip them to be innovative, and to identify,
create, initiate and successfully manage personal, community,
business and work opportunities.

To support teachers and learners, the Ministry of Education
needed an online presence which would display best practice
in education for enterprise.
